Report from District Councillor 

District Councillor C Peck advised Members of Council of the following matters:-
· He wished his thanks to Ex-Councillor Brian Alstin and his wife to be recorded for all of the work that they carried out on planning issues.

· He apologised for not being able to join the joint meeting of the County Council, Parish Council and Residents Association due to a prior engagement.

· The National Park was expected to come into being on the 1st April 2010. Currently there were positions on the committee for six Parish Council representatives, seven Natural England and fourteen Local Authority representatives. There were four induction meetings scheduled for March and it was noted that the Sussex Association of Local Councils had been required to re-ballot parishes for nominations due to a technical difficulty in the original process.

Members were due to reconsider their nominations under the item of Clerks correspondence.

The Chair of the Council welcomed Mr David George, the Council’s Honorary Solicitor to the table. Council agreed to suspend Standing Orders for this and the following two item to enable all interested parties to participate.
C.163
Village Hall Under-lease/policy trust

Mr David George, the Council’s Honorary Solicitor, presented Members with a comprehensive background to the situation of the Village Hall under-lease which had been the subject of discussions over a number of years. Mr George referred Members to two relevant documents namely the original Head-Lease and the 1999 Deed of Trust.
Members were advised that Parish Council’s may NOT have a controlling interest in a Charity (such as the Village Hall Trust) by law. It was generally accepted that the Parish Council and the Village Hall Trustees originally set up the under-lease purely to satisfy the grant provider.


Some four years ago Mr George advised Council the under-lease is a complete anomaly and the Council should let it go, that advice still stands. Furthermore,  although the Council does have primary liability under the head-lease, this was transferred to the Village Hall Trust under the Deed of Trust. The Village Hall Trustees are responsible for meeting all expenditure for the village hall under the Deed of Trust. The Parish Council currently enjoy rent free use of the village hall for meetings but pays the repayments of the loan to the Public Works Loan Board used to fund the construction of the hall.
Mr Alan Mundy, Retired Solicitor, concurred totally that the under-lease should be removed of as soon as practicable and it would be essential that it also be removed from the Land Registry title. Mr Mundy also gave Members a resume of the history leading up to the acquisition and building of the new village hall and detailed some of the covenants and restrictions relating to the site.

Mr Mundy referred Members to a series of documents relating to the under-lease from The District Auditor and an extract from the Village Hall Review Panel 2004 chaired by Mr Peter Hobbs all of which gave clarity to the current situation.
Mr R Pringle, Treasurer of the Village Hall Trust addressed Council and totally concurred with the previous speakers in that the under-lease should now be removed. Mr Pringle also circulated Members with copies of correspondence from the Big Lottery Fund (the grant provider) agreeing to the removal of the under-lease and, The Charity Commission also confirming their approval.
After a further question and answer session it was clear that all parties were in total agreement that the under-lease should be removed at the earliest opportunity to resolve this matter once and for all.
The Chair of the Council and Members thanked all of the presenters for their invaluable contributions to this issue. 



Councillor M Delaney proposed and Councillor Mrs L Charlwood seconded the following motions:-



C.163.1   That Council request the Honorary Solicitor to start the legal process of removing the sub-lease on the Village Hall as soon as practicable.

C.163.2    That an agreement be drawn up between the Council and the Village Hall Trustees to clearly identify financial responsibilities for the Village Hall.

C.163.3   That the Honorary solicitor be requested to establish whether the monies in the Old Village Hall Trust, including the loan to the Parish Council, could now be used to either pay off part of the Public Works Loan Board loan or be utilised for other Council projects due to changes in Charity legislation.

Village Emergency Plan (Update)
The Chair of the Council welcomed Mr Ken Gerry, the Emergency Co-ordinator to the table to present this item.

Mr Ken Gerry, East Dean & Friston Emergency Co-ordinator, presented Council with the revised Village Emergency Plan which incorporated a number of changes and additional information for Council consideration prior to its circulation to all interested parties.


Council recognised the tremendous amount of background work that Mr Gerry had completed to bring the plan to its current status. It was noted that additional contact information had been added together with more comprehensive information for the use of the varying communication networks to be used in the event of an emergency.


Some valuable experience had been gained as a result of the recent partial implementation of the emergency plan due to the extreme weather conditions and some of that experience had been included in the revised plan, specifically the use of 4x4 vehicles.


Since the original plan was devised there has been the emergence of the Community First Responder Group in the village and those details have now been included within the plan.

Members clarified a few points with Mr Gerry and it was agreed that he would carry out some “cosmetic” changes to the paperwork in association with the Chair of the Council and the plan would be launched to all interested parties within a few days.

A. Planning Committee Report
Members noted the Report produced by the departing Chair of the Planning Committee and presented by Councillor M Delaney as follows:

Erect new timber conservatory

We appear to have only one small sketch drawing with very little detail. But as the conservatory is already constructed, can we comment on ‘’ as seen ‘’.

Positioned to the rear of the property, this affords a full view of the conservatory from the Village Green. The use of a lantern light and internal lighting, have an adverse and unacceptable impact, out of character and inappropriate with the rural scene.

We therefore recommend refusal. 

We should like to refer to Wealden Design Guide 2008, Section 12. In particular page 7, Fig. 3.4, this is a photograph of adjacent properties on the Village Green.

Erection of two storey extension at side/ rear, 2 x extensions at front and new gates (vehicular access) and convert garages

In our view the proposed tile hung, off set, two-storey extension does not integrate well with the existing building and destroys the pleasing symmetry of the existing main building.The proposed flat roof porch does not reflect the character of the host building.

The proposed windows, velux roof lights and flat roof extension to the present garage block would not enhance or maintain the essential character and quality of the area, but would be detrimental and visually damaging to the property and surrounding area.

The proposed re-siting of the entrance to the property would seem to afford clear views to the front of the building from the street. This reinforces our concerns regarding the visual impact of the proposed changes to the street scene.

We have concerns regarding the protection of roots of the two mature trees flanking the existing entrance, the application does not include a precise location for the proposed new entrance.

We therefore recommend refusal

Proposed detached double garage with mezzanine and forming of utility room to part of existing attached garage
The proposed garage appears to extend beyond the current building line contravening VB7 in the Wealden Local Plan 1998. The use of the proposed garage roof space for accommodation purposes seems to be contrary to the Wealden Design Guide Section 10 item 8.5. We would request that the garage gable be tile-hung to match the house and that the garage doors match the remaining original garage door.

The Clerk has re-negotiated the mowing contract for next year to show a 2% increase from this year – down from a 5% increase. This is now in line with the budget.

D. Recreation Ground Committee Report


The Chair of the Recreation Ground Committee reported as follows:

There has been no recent meeting.
Good news at last, all has now been approved for the new equipment for the children’s play area, it will be installed by Wicksteeds in March The Clerk & myself recently met Wicksteed on site to discuss the installation.

It will all be painted dark green to blend in with the rest of the site & its rural situation.

They will also repair under guarantee the safety surface under the sidewinder see-saw. They will repair the remaining safety surfaces under the guidelines of the R.O.S.P.A report.

Mr. Franklin has repaired both the entrance gates to the children’s play area  He will  replace the damaged & worn out facia boards on the cricket pavilion to make it weatherproof.
Regrettably dog fouling is a major problem on the Rec, some people will not clear up after their dogs. I will ask the Clerk to contact Wealden to see if they can help. It is a health hazard to the children who use the area.

Village Action Plan
The Chair of the Village Action Plan Committee presented Members with a report showing progress on items previously identified and reports further as follows.

The Village Action Plan was agreed by the Parish Council at the April 2009 PCM.  It was based on the Village Plan but excluded those objectives which were imprecise, unrealistic, difficult to quantify or were the responsibility of other organisations.

Good progress has been achieved on a number of  objectives such as building up reserves,  a shop sign,  preparing five years expenditure plans , holding a Council surgery at the village coffee mornings and preparing a Who does what” leaflet (to be published shortly).  Furthermore, new PC notice boards will be installed in Downlands Way and by the Village Hall.
Limited progress has been made in reducing dog fouling although the provision of a dog bin on the Greensward is planned for April 2010.

No progress has been made in recruiting new Councillors or in getting volunteers to assist with some of the maintenance jobs. Also, it has not been possible to arrange a forum on  health, social care and welfare rights because the WDC expert, although willing, is unable to cover appropriate dates and times.

Report from County Councillor 

County Councillor Shing provided Council with a written report as follows.
First and foremost, I hope that members of East Dean & Friston Parish Council (the ‘Council’) enjoyed their Christmas Holiday and have had a good start to the New Year. Since my last report, I write to update you on the following matters:

WASTE MINERALS CONSULTATION

As this Council may be aware from communications with East Sussex County Council, the deadline for the Waste Minerals Consultation was due to end on 2nd December 2009, this has now been extended until Friday 15th January 2010. If this Council has not yet responded to the consultation held jointly by East Sussex County Council and Brighton and Hove City Council, then I would strongly recommend that representations be made as soon as possible.

GRITTING AND SALTING OF ROADS WITHIN EAST SUSSEX

Throughout the Christmas period, many residents in my County Division contact me about the road conditions caused by the recent inclement weather. Despite the repeated requests for gritting various roads, the County Council stated that they would not have the resources to deal with roads other than those that had been allocated in their list of priority roads. For information, I attach a copy of the response from the Director of Transport and Highways, Mr Rupert Clubb.

POLICY

The East Sussex Policy on winter maintenance is derived from a number of Committee decisions, most significantly from the Transport and Environment Committee meeting in September 1997, and by the Lead Member for Transport & Environment in February 2002. The following is a summary of the policies approved by Committee.
PRE-SALTING NETWORK







           The policy setting out the composition of the normal pre-salting network is based on the road maintenance hierarchy, which is defined in the department's Maintenance Manual Policy document. The policy takes into consideration the characteristics and use of the highway network so as to ensure that we can achieve our statutory duty.

The road maintenance hierarchy consists of categories 1 to 4b, 4b being local access roads. The policy provides for inclusion in the pre-salting network of categories 1 to 4a (i.e. the inclusion of strategic routes, major urban network and inter-primary links, minor distributor roads and local inter-connecting roads). 

Lead Cabinet Member for Transport & Environment in 2002 agreed to extend the pre-salting treatment time to 3 hours, which enabled an additional 90 miles to be treated within existing resources. This means that we currently pre-salt 840 miles of the county road network of 2,000 miles. We maintain a fleet of 28 gritting lorries (including 3 spares) each of which services a particular group of roads within the agreed road hierarchy, this is known as a pre-salting route. The 25 pre-salting routes have been optimised, by matching the capacity of our gritters to the length of road that can be treated within the 3 hour timescale. This means that it is not possible to add lengths of road onto the pre-salting network as this will prejudice the ability to attain the treatment timescales.

SNOW ROUTES

Snow Routes are additional roads that are treated over and above our normal pre-salting road network. These routes are only treated when snow is forecast.  For a road to meet the criteria for inclusion on a snow route the following must apply –

· Exceptional seepage

· Every village/hamlet/urban estate to have at least one road that would connect it to the main salted network

· The main feeder road to a hospital

· Scheduled ‘bus route’

Because of the unpredictability of local snow conditions, decisions are delegated via the Director (Transport and Environment) to the Operations Division to determine the most efficient and effective means of clearing roads in a phased way.

GRIT BINS

Existing grit bins are to be maintained across the county but not to provide new ones at the present time. Grit bins will be filled at the beginning of the season. Where a snow situation occurs then grit bins will not be filled until resources become available.

Members considered the contents of Report No 20/10 with details of a request from local residents requesting provision of a grit bin between Michel Dene Road and Summerdown Lane and other roads on the Downlands Estate. 




It was recognised that the recent spate of serious weather had virtually cut off the village in places and a longer term solution might need to be sought for the problems with the estate roads, especially Downlands estate with the hilly profile of the land. In the short term Council have agreed to broker a meeting with representatives of the Residents Association to see whether there might be scope for the Council to make a donation towards provision of grit bins in the village.



It was also noted that Council would NOT be taking over responsibility for any such bins in the future other than to consider a donation towards their purchase and initial filling with salt/grit.

It was agreed that the format of the meeting be changed this year to enable more participation from village organisations and to ensure that there were no time constraints the Parish Council meeting that normally follows the meeting be moved to Tuesday 2nd March 2010.

It was further agreed that a small selection of refreshments would also be made available on the evening funded, to a maximum of £150, by the Parish Council.


It is envisaged that Council presentations will be kept to a minimum and that more emphasis be given to local groups and organisations to present their services in a display form which would enable the audience to visit the various displays.

Monthly Surgery

Councillor Mrs C Tyndall gave details of the third Councillors’ surgery held in the village hall as follows: 
The attendance was good with about 24 village people and 25 ramblers that later joined in - minus shoes!  It was good to see a group from Downland Heartstart, our new Community First Responders.  Their job is to get to an medical emergency before the ambulance.  They are still concerned at the absence of house numbers or names to enable them to actually find the house that the emergency is at. Articles about this have appeared in the Parish Magazine but this remains an issue.
We received a repeated request from a Micheldene Road resident for a sign to go up at the entrance to this road stating “Beware of Walkers”. He is very concerned about walking in the road with cars whizzing past.  This was first mentioned at the Parish meeting on 2nd June 2009.

Another complaint was about a wheelie bin in Hillside that is constantly left outside No 11. The complainants first wrote to the Parish Clerk on 23rd July.  Can the PC please write to the people concerned, as it is unsightly and unlawful.

A further concern was the presence of builders signs being left on the grass verges long after the builder have gone. A resident said that this is making the estate look tacky and untidy and isn’t allowed according to the covenants of the estate. The complainant used the sign outside No 7 The Ridgeway as an example of this.

The coffee morning certainly attracted more questions.  Dog fouling wasn’t mentioned once.
