P.187 NEW APPLICATIONS

NP/2011/0057/F – 16 The Ridgeway, Friston BN20 0EU

Extensions and alterations.

There were no objections to this application.

It was resolved:


P.187.1 Not to object to the application.

NP/2011/0060/F – 28 Peak Dean Lane, East Dean BN20 0JD

Proposed alterations to improve existing first floor accommodation including gable end roof extension, front and rear dormers, and front roof window.

There were no objections to this application.

NP/2011/0061/FA – Land at The Close, Friston BN20 0HB

Variation of conditions 4, 12, 13(1), and 4 of WD/2009/2084/F (Proposed erection of 4 bedroom detached house and detached double garage).

The conditions that were to be varied covered the following matters:

· Condition 4: The finished ridgeline of the dwelling in relation to the adjacent properties. No information was available as to the height now proposed.

· Condition 12: The implementation and permanent retention of sustainable design and water management, and the provision of 10% energy demands from renewable sources. 
· Condition 13(1): No construction to take place between the 1st of October and the 1st of May, and any foundations and ground works close to the tunnel shall be hand dug [Note: this refers to a large brick lined tunnel running beneath the property taking water to the Meads area of Eastbourne]. 
The import of the final variation requested (‘4’) was not clear, but was thought to refer to the plan 10/09/05 date stamped 5 November 2009, containing the drawing of the ridgeline proposed to be altered. Members were very concerned to note evidence received from the Residents’ Association and verified by site visits that the occupants of the property were in breach of the whole of condition 13, clauses (a)-(f), attached to the permission WD/2009/2084/F, which was designed to ensure that the development be carried out in strict accordance with the ecological mitigation and enhancement submissions made by Chris Hannington (Conservation Officer) date stamped 26 October 2009. Work on site clearance had in fact begun without any of the prior mitigation and enhancement measures being implemented. 

In discussion, members did not support any of the proposed variations. All of the original conditions had been made for good reasons which would not have disappeared, and they should still be upheld. The Enforcement Team should be requested to investigate the property as a matter of urgency.
