NP/2011/0082/F – Birling Gap Road, Birling Gap, East Dean

Retention of car park for a maximum of 100 cars in non-compliance with conditions 2 and 5 of planning permission WD/2009/0691/F, and erection of slimline parking meter. 

The Committee had previously considered this application at their meeting on 26th October 2011 and had recommended that it be refused. The proposed addition of the slimline parking meter did not alter the Committee’s objection to the application, which included objecting in principle to the introduction of a paying car park on this site.

In fact the District Planning Authority’s Planning Committee South had now approved the continuation of the car park on this site for a further temporary period, on conditions.
