1. PUBLIC SESSION Mr D Holloway said that he was expressing the views of all the residents who lived at Birling Gap. who were very concerned about application NP/2011/0082/F.. The applicant had operated the area of land as a car park without permission and when permission had been granted he had ignored the conditions. The residents had kept a log of the times and dates when the conditions had been breached.

3. DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST There were none.

4. MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING The minutes of the meeting held on 5th October 2011 were agreed to be a correct record and signed by Cllr Tyndall accordingly.

5. NEW APPLICATIONS

NP/2011/0077/F   Copdene, Cophall Lane, East Dean BN20 0DP

Single storey extension to the side of the dwelling

The committee did not object this this application

NP/2011/0079/FR  Friston Place, Friston BN20 0AH.

Retrospective application for change of use of part of a paddock for use and siting of a private fives court for use in assocaition with Friston Place.

The committee did not object to this application

NP/2011/0082/F Birling Gap road, Birling Gap East Dean

Retention of car park for a maximum of 100 cars in non-compliance with conditions 2 and 5 of planning permission WD/2009/0691/F..

The committee recommended that this application be refused.

Reasons

1.Non time-limited application will result in permanent loss of agricultural land

2.Charging for use of car park will result in competition with National Trust Car Park and deflection of funds used for upkeep of National Trust Estate in general and Birling Gap in particular

3 No established need for over-flow car park other than on a seasonal basis

4  Applicant had shown themselves unable to suitably police previous conditions contained in planning permission WD/2009/0691/F

The committee resolved that it would support renewal of the permission on the following basis -

1 It was seasonal – open from 1 April to 31 October: 


Reason – available for the period of peak demand

2.
Time limited to 2 years: 


Reason – To review (a) the possible loss of agricultural land, (b). the need for the car park,  (c). the ability for the applicant/owner to manage the car park in accordance with the conditions applied to the consent

3. No charges to be applied at any time


Reason – to avoid competition with National Trust’s existing chargeable facilities which would lead to deflection of funds from upkeep of this Heritage Coastline

To request clarification of the policy framework within which parishes in the Park must work.

To request a training seminar for Councillors/or Clerks if appropriate

To request that parishes receive hard copies of all plans and other documentation, but if this request is denied then to request clari fication about future provision of IT equipment.

To request an assurance that the SDNPA would have a policy of strict enforcement of planning permissions & conditions.
